Chairman’s Corner           by Pat Salter, CPP





Our chapter is celebrating its 30th anniversary this coming November 13.  In 1980, 30 years ago, several ASIS members decided that they would rather meet in the San Fernando Valley rather than up the coast in Santa Barbara or down in Los Angeles.





How does one describe ASIS International?  How would you explain our organization to someone on in a security related field?  Do you remember when you first discovered ASIS?








I remember my first exposure to ASIS.  I was in my boss’s office and picked up an issue of Security Management.  I had been looking for an industry journal for security.  I had read transportation industry and logistics journals and I figured there must be a similar journal for security.   I had just been transferred to the United Parcel Service’s Loss Prevention Department and I was eager to learn all I could about my new field of endeavor, and here in my hands was a magazine that was full of articles and advertisements all centered around the private security field.  I found the information card and filled it out.  I found the application form for ASIS in the magazine so I asked my boss about joining ASIS.  He had been a member for several years but had not attended any chapter meetings here in Los Angeles after his move from Minnesota.  He sponsored me so I joined ASIS.  That was about 20 years ago.





I remember the first meeting I attended in the Sportsman’s Lodge in Studio City.  I was overwhelmed.  The attendance in those days was 30 to 50 Security Professionals.  I don’t remember who spoke or what the topic was, but I was impressed.  Thus began a monthly ritual, attendance at the ASIS San Fernando Valley Chapter luncheon.  Over the years, I learned a lot about my profession, about the different aspects of it and I have met a lot of professional men and women who have aided me, at one time or another with different problems and projects that I have had the responsibility to deal with.  I still have a handout from a talk given by our own Barry Bradley on interrogations and false imprisonment.  I used it frequently while I was a Loss Prevention Investigator at Big Brown (UPS).  So, do you remember your first meeting?   Your first introduction?  





I encourage you to attend our celebration this coming Saturday.  Mingle with your fellow security professionals.  Reflect on your career and our profession.  Meet and greet others in a low-key evening.  And let us all look forward to mentoring the next generation of security professionals as we all face new challenges in this state and community.  Our economy is depressed, the state is broke and more and more challenges are before us with limited resources.  We need to address these challenges, and what better way than among fellow security professionals and friends.

Linked In – Get connected now! By Doug Carner, CPP/CHS





Karl Perman and Marleah Blades look at overhauling a security program in the January issue of Security Technology Executive.


Companies are always interested in saving money, but in our economic climate, more of them are trying anything and everything to raise their bottom line. Some are undergoing massive corporate restructuring, some are firing and hiring, and many are asking individual business units to make do with less. These types of situations often call for the re-engineering or from-scratch development of a security program.


Of course, companies that are not struggling also have a periodic need for a fresh approach to security. Some need a formal security program where there has never been one before. Some require security to start over when they shift departmental responsibilities and move it either out of or into the authority of another function. Some just recognize that their current programs are not adequately securing the organization and ask for a new plan, from either the existing security leader or a new one.


If you are that security leader, you have a big job on your hands. If you have been through this before, you are lucky enough to have experience — good or bad — to guide you. But if you have never been asked to develop a program, or if you are simply uncertain how to proceed, it can be difficult to find the kind of guidance you need.


Consider basing your development process on a three-phase plan that has proven itself worthwhile in several corporate redesigns. In most organizations and in most situations, you will have a good chance of success by breaking your design or redesign into four phases: inventory, interview, assessment and action.


What Do You Have to Work With?


First, you have to find out what you have to work with. If there is a program already in place, catalog the resources you have available to you.
