WHAT IS NIMS? 
 
On February 28, 2003, President Bush issued Homeland Security Presidential Directive–5. 
HSPD–5 directed the Secretary of Homeland Security to develop and administer a National 
Incident Management System. NIMS provides a consistent nationwide template to enable 
all government, private-sector, and nongovernmental organizations to work together during 
domestic incidents. 
 
What Is NIMS? NIMS is a comprehensive, national approach to incident management that 
is applicable at all jurisdictional levels and across functional 
disciplines. The intent of NIMS is to: 
 

�  Be applicable across a full spectrum of potential incidents and hazard scenarios, 
regardless of size or complexity. 

�  Improve coordination and cooperation between public and private entities in a 
variety of domestic incident management activities. 

 
NIMS Compliance HSPD-5 requires Federal departments and agencies to make the 
adoption of NIMS by State and local organizations a condition for Federal preparedness 
assistance (grants, contracts, and other activities) by FY 2005. 
 
Jurisdictions can comply in the short term by adopting the Incident Command System. 
Other aspects of NIMS require additional development and refinement to enable compliance 
at a future date. 
 
Is your organization thinking about NIMS compliance? It should. NIMS will be the standard, 
for public and private sectors alike, in the very near future.

Are you interested?  You should be. Chapter Secretary Robert Lee, CPP has 
offered to hold a National Incident Management System (NIMS) Incident 
Command System 100/700 training seminar in the last quarter of this year if there 
are enough participants.  It will probably be in October or November.  The normal 
cost is $150 per person.  However, because Robert is so supportive of our Chapter 
and its membership, he has offered to teach the course for $55 per person for early 
registration, $65 for late registration. With the exception of duplication and 
administrative costs, the bulk of the fees shall go into the Chapter’s general fund.   

 
At the conclusion of the course, you will be able to take both exams online 

for free. Assuming you pass, you will be able to download a Certificate of 
Completion from FEMA's Emergency Management Institute (EMI) for each 
course. Continuing Education Units will be awarded and you may apply for CPP 
recertification points.  Sooner or later, this will trickle down to you as a requirement. 
Do it now and help position yourself for greater things.

While 
this is a helpful 
feature for letting 
your contacts 
know that you 
will not be able to 
respond right 
away, be careful 
how you phrase 
your message. 
You do not want 
to let potential 
attackers know 
that you are not 
home, or, worse, 
give specific 
details about your 
location and 
itinerary. Safer 
options include 
phrases such as 'I 
will not have 
access to e-mail 
between [date] 
and [date].'”
