THE RISK

There is a misconception that your sensitive computer data (passwaadsidl information,
etc...) is safe from prying eyes because you use passwords. Not so.dgrep attack that |
will describe, but not teach you, that can be magically performed indfgau. It is called the
"Cold boot attack" and here are some examples:

1. The technician inserts his USB thumb drive into your computer, momenémibves
computer power and reboots off the newly inserted thumb drive. A tiny program loadthé
thumb drive, occupying less than 0.001MB, and dutifully copies all of your remaining RAN
(likely 2000MB) onto the thumb drive. Unlike hard drive files, memory is not ereuygnd
retains your recent password usage. Once back at his home the technmigarfaan

simple data mining to view your recent documents and uncover your encryptiofr&esissic
software, originally invented to aid law enforcement, makes this ecger fast and easy.

2. The technician powers off your computer and immediately removes your meandsy(they
are designed to easily snap out). That memory, if quickly reinstalled thestrmmmputer, will
still be frozen with what the memory last held. That computer memoopisdinto their hard
drive to be forensically analyzed at the hackers convenience. This hapgastteat you will
believe it when the technician says he is just "testing" your meraodg.c

DIGGING DEEPER

All of this is a variation of PXE booting, where a similarly ting fis sent from

a network server and instructs the victim's computer to dump its meisenyhere on the
network, or over the Internet.

When you shut down your computer through yo
computer's menu, a small amount of new information is saved to your hard drive et the
ignored. However, RAM is not erased.

Eventually you may require the assistance of a computer technician. Beirggaithe "Cold
boot attack" is good. Removing power to your computer, for at least 10 minute® [w@aing
the technician, is better. Without power, your computer's RAM memorylaoxils"leak”
away its contents. Once you restart the computer, the memory will atopdeand become
partially refreshed with new data. This is different from Standby andtibemodes, which
keeps all of your computer's memory intact and leaves you vulnerable ttathie a
